The process of dismantling our present organ console has begun.

The new 3 manual organ console, acquired last fall, will start to be installed in the coming weeks by Derek Verveer
and his crew at Oxford Organs. It will have new keyboards and state-of-the-art pipe organ components.

The new console will give us greater reliability for the pipe organ part of our instrument, as well as finally allowing
us to make full use of the electronic division donated by the estate of David Rogers in 2012. The organ will retain
the characteristic sound that we love and enjoy, but with the addition of numerous lower-sounding stops and solo
colours to add richness to the ensemble.
